A bigger show with some superb quality forward for the Jim Walton Toyota sponsored show 

ably judged by G Moor of Hawick.  After some deliberation eventually Mr Moor chose an 

outstanding heifer from Messrs Dixon, Lesson Hall as Champion.This 645kg Limousin heifer 

was purchased by Steven Wilson for his butchers shop at Corby Hill and realised 250.5 

pence per kg or £1622.  Reserve Champion was produced by Messrs R E Miller, West Farm 

and this 677kg British Blue x heifer was sold for 230 pence per kg or £1557 to Wigton High 

Street Butcher, RJ Harrison. 

Commercial Cattle comprising a lighter show and as a result proving more marketable albeit 

against the pressure of the current lack of trade, to a top of 248.5 for 565kg from DA 

Harrison.

A  good show of meated bulls but with resistance to meat sales, trade proving difficult to a 

top of 211.5 pence per kg for RE Miller, West Farm with 595kg.  1st Prize bull from Messrs

Adams run 

of lambs averaged 42.2kg and averaged £96.48 or 228.48 pence per kilo. 

Geoff Bowe of Bothel Parks had a fantastic run of 16 lambs which averaged £124 or 279 

pence per kg. 

Paul Slater made the travel from Prestbury, Cheshire with 52 fantastic Beltex lambs which 

topped at £120 for a pen of 10, 42kgs.
