Prime Cattle – 51 

A grand show of cattle for the 6th Anniversary Show and Sale of Primestock and a much 

sharper trade with increased buyers support around the ring ensuring some good results.  

Very ably judged by Local Butcher Steven Wilson, Corby Hill the quality forward requiring a 

fair bit of deliberation before a 622kg Limousin heifer from Messrs T Pearson, High 

Plasketlands was tapped out as Champion.  This later sold to B & T Kitson, Hutton Rugby for 

267.5 ppk (£1663.85) for their farm shop business. 

Reserve Champion was a 632kg Charolais x heifer from DA Harrison, Hill House which 

made 233.5 ppk.  Local butchers competing well for prize winners and Judge Steven Wilson 

backing his judgement on several occasions securing well finished handyweight cattle for his 

Corby Hill Shop.  Wigton Butchers RJ Harrison & Sons also ensuring quality for his 

customers at the King Street Shop buying amongst others both the 1st prizes in the native 

breeds with an Angus steer from Messrs Steel, Lessonhall and an Angus heifer from Messrs 

Crichton, Loughrigg.
