‘Annual Wigton Christmas Primestock Show’  

A wonderful show of cattle at the 2019 Hopes Auction Christmas Primestock Show provided our 

Judge, Corby Hill Butcher Mr Steven Wilson with a difficult afternoon. As ever at Wigton the stock 

was second to none, with outstanding cattle in every class. A superb championship line up provided 

both a large crowd of onlookers and Mr Wilson with a very pleasing spectacle. 

After some deliberation our Judge awarded the 2019 championship to Jimmy Fawcett & Anya 

Wagstaff, Pond House with their Limousin Heifer that placed first in the young handler’s class.  

Reserve honours were given to Ian & Nathan Grainger, Kiln Close with a super pure Limousin Heifer 

that triumphed in its class. 

The Business end of the day provided further highlights with trade brisk from the off with the 

commercial class cattle being well received by a competitive audience of buyers and cattle regularly 

trading 240-260ppk.  The entrance of the champion provided a moments respite from the swift 

trade.  The classy 581kg Limousin heifer attracted strong interest before eventually being purchased 

by the Judge Mr Steven Wilson at 565 ppk totalling a gross of £3282.65.   

The Reserve Champion from Ian & Nathan Grainger followed and again strong competition from 

several bidders looking to secure this pure 706kg Heifer for breeding purposes produced a sale price 

of 585ppk.  This sale price resulted in a new Hopes Auction sale Record of £4130.10.  

The Whole sale Produced 7 cattle selling in excess of 300ppk and 8 with a gross sale price over 

£2000.

Hopes Auctions Christmas Show & Sale of prime lambs saw a fantastic trade for all lambs with the 

overall average levelling off at 285ppk. 

The Judge Morgan Helliwell, Rochdale did a fantastic job of judging and after much deliberation 

awarded John & Joanne Hall and Family, Inglewood Edge overall Champions with a pair of perfectly 

presented 47.5kg Beltex Lambs which later went on to sell to the Judge for £200 each. Reserve 

Champion lambs were the class winners from the young farmers section which were from April 

Skelton, Inglewood Edge, weighting 42.5kg and sold for £140 each to the Judge. Paul Slater, Whiteley 

Hey Farm brought his run of 240 lambs to Wigton this year and were a credit to him with his average 

weight being 38.9kg and average price was 288.1ppk (£112.20 per head).
