The whole sale 

averaged a staggering £97.60. 

The show was kindly judged by Adam Bell, Thethwaite Farm and sponsored by Tynedale for 

Tags.  

He placed his 1st place to a very smart pen of 10 Beltex lambs from Ian Knight which went on 

to sell for £136.  

2nd Prize pen of 10 lambs went to Messrs Telford, High Park Foot. 

The consignment of 60 Beltex lambs from Messrs Knight averaged £122.10. 

Many more lambs could have been sold of all classes with ¾ bred lambs easily making over 

£100 and first cross and plainer type lambs regularly cashing in at £80 - £100.
