A wonderful show placed before our judge, Ryan Briggs of Briggsys Quality Butchers, Jedburgh.   
With fierce competition all class decisions were not easy to make, highlighting the quality of sheep 
on offer. 
Eventually after much deliberation, it was a super pair of Beltex Lambs from weekly consignors 
Messrs R Hall & Son, Inglewood Edge, weighing 45kg that caught the eye and won the Henry Ridley 
Memorial Trophy for the Champion Lambs.  These later sold to a centre record price of £550 per 
head to Messrs J Mulholland, Butcher, Great Orton. 
Reserve Champions also produced by Messrs R Hall & Son, Inglewood Edge and these 48.5kg Beltex 
Lambs selling to the Judge Ryan Briggs at £380 per head. 
The Young Handlers classes, kindly sponsored by Laurence Pierce (Wool Merchants) Ltd, proving a 
huge favourite with the next generation of Shepherds, and this year they were competing for the R 
Hall & Son Perpetual Cup, kindly donated and presented by the Hall Family.  The first time winner of 
the R Hall & Son Perpetual Cup went to Miss Megan Peile of Holly Barn, Blencogo, which later went 
on to sell to £320 to local butcher Paul Harrison for his King Street Butchers Shop, Wigton.  Sponsor, 
Grace Dobson presented the winners of this class with their rosettes and each competitor received a 
free bar of chocolate.

CATTLE – 104 

A tremendous entry of cattle worthy of any Christmas Sale and a fantastic advertisement for 
Primestock production in the North of England.  The Show was judged by Morgan Helliwell, Rochdale 
and it was a British Blue X Heifer from Messrs Grainger, Kiln Close that eventually caught his eye to 
be tapped out as Champion.  This super Heifer was subject to some spirited bidding before being 
secured at 620pkg (£4110).   
The prize for the Best Opposite Sex to the Champion was a 664kg British Blue bullock realising 
375pkg (£2490) from Messrs Barnett, Brinns Farm.   
The days top price went to the Reserve Champion, a Limousin Heifer from Messrs Grainger, Kiln 
Close, which attracted plenty of interest from around the ringside to be eventually knocked down at 
680pkg or £4426. 
The unhaltered classes superbly supported with quality in depth and a trade to match with Limousin 
Bullocks (under 630kg) to 320pkg for Messrs JG & M Little, Greenhill Farm, and heavy types to 
292pkg for a 703kg Limousin Bullock from Messrs J Dixon & Sons, Lesson Hall. 
Unhaltered Heifers to 325pkg for Messrs JJ Crichton, Loughrigg with a sub 580kg Limousin and the 
over 580kg topping at 330pkg again for Messrs JJ Crichton, Loughrigg.
