Topping today at a fantastic 427.5pkg (£171) a single Beltex Lamb, weighing 40kg from Lyle Farming Company, Staingills, 
with their run of 88 Beltex Lambs averaging £129.51.  This was closely followed by a pen of three Beltex Lambs, selling to 
392.2pkg (£166) for Messrs Dent, Elm House. 
Top gross of the day, at £187 (374.0pkg) a single Beltex Lamb, weighing 50kg from Messrs Dent, Elm House, whose run of 
27 Beltex Lambs averaged a very respectable £151.22.
