PRIME CATTLE – 159 

An increased entry of cattle did nothing to dilute the quality as exceptional prime cattle graced the 
pens.  Power and class shone through the haltered classes as the weeks of hard work and 
stockmanship on display was there for everyone to see.  Our judge Mr R Taylor, Derbyshire 
commented upon the quality on several occasions and after much deliberation tapped out a 
fantastic British Blue Heifer from I & N Grainger, Kiln Close as his Champion and this 686kg Heifer 
later sold for 430p/kg (£2949.80) to the judge.  
Reserve Champion honours were taken by Mr Alan Barnett, Brinns Farm with a super Limousin 
weighing 726kg and this later sold to 445p/kg (£3230.70) to Mr S Wilson for his Butcher’s Shop in 
Corby Hill & Brampton.  
 
Out with the haltered entry, super show of commercial classes producing strong competition and 
deliberation for our judge.  A sparking trade from the outset to a top of 450p/kg for class winner J J 
Crichton, Loughrigg with a 733kg Limousin Heifer.
